
We will stop at lunchtime at The Bear Inn at Alderwasley. This pub is winner of ‘The Good Pub Guide’
Best Dining Pub in Derbyshire award for 2006 and 2007. It has a large car park, a good range of food and 
drinks and some great views. Those wishing to eat there should book a table by telephone before the run

This will be an informal run and TVR owners should 
feel free to join or leave the run at the lunchtime 
stop if they wish. The morning drive will last just 
over an hour and the afternoon drive back to 
Chatsworth will be around 45 minutes. We should 
arrive back at the Calton Lees car park at 
Chatsworth by 3pm.

Anyone who is unable to make the run but wishes
to meet up for a Mini-meet before Sunday’s main 
event would be most welcome to join the returning
cars at Chatsworth in the afternoon.

The total distance of the run is around 65 miles. 
Please ensure your car has enough fuel before we 
set off.

Although we aim to have a limited number of copies 
of these details available on the day it would be 
helpful if you could print this document and bring it 
with you.





After the catch up point continue along the road. At the Give Way continue straight on along Long Rake. At the T-junction at the end of 
the road turn left onto The Rake and after a few yards left again onto the A515. Continue down this road until the junction with the A5012. 
Turn left onto the A5012 and drive several miles to the crossroads at Grange Mill. Turn right at the cross roads onto the A5056.

At the crossroads at Longcliffe turn left onto the road signposted to Brassington. Drive through Brassington village and on to the t-junction 
with the B5035. Turn left onto the B5035 towards Wirksworth. At the crossroads with the B5023 continue straight on on the B5035 (Porter 
Lane). At the T-junction turn right onto the B5036, go under the railway bridge, then turn immediately left onto Oakerthorpe Road.

Oakerthorpe Road meets the B5035 at a double bend in the B road. We want to go effectively straight on onto Belper Lane by taking a 
left onto the B5035, then a right onto Belper Lane. Continue up the hill (do not turn left to Alderwasley village) until you reach the Bear Inn 
on the left hand side. Turn into the large car park (watch for pot holes!). We expect arrive at the pub at around 12.15pm. Have food & 
drink, chat and kick tyres.

We will begin our return drive at 2.15pm. Turn right on leaving the pub car park and return on Belper Lane, the B5035 and Oakerthorpe
Road. On reaching the T-junction at the end of Oakerthorpe Road turn right onto the B5036 and continue towards Cromford.

In the centre of the village turn left on to the A5012. Continue on this road until you reach the cross roads at Grange Mill, then turn right 
onto B5056. Continue on this road for several miles and turn right at the T-junction to remain on the B5056. At the T-junction with the A6 
turn right towards Rowsley. After a short distance turn left onto the B6012. This road will lead us back to the Chatsworth Estate. After the 
bridge turn left into Clton Lees car park. We should arrive back at around 3pm.

The run will start at Calton Lees car park in Chatsworth. This is to the south of 
Chatsworth House and the main car park. The car park fee is £2, but is valid all day so 
please keep your ticket for the afternoon’s return. We will be meeting from 10am but 
please arrive by 10.50am for a short briefing. There are toilets and facilities available in 
the nearby garden centre.

The run will start at 11am. Turn left out of the car park onto the B6012, then left onto the 
B6048. At the T-junction turn left again onto the A619 to Bakewell. 

When driving through Bakewell please refer to the detailed map. At the roundabout in 
the town centre turn left then immediate right (this almost straight on) onto King 
Street/B5055. Proceed up the hill and after leaving the town turn left at the crossroads 
onto Shutts Lane. At the T-junction turn right (still Shutts Lane) then follow this road into 
the countryside and over a small bridge. As it may not be possible to keep the cars 
together through Bakewell there is a catch up point with some parking as marked on the 
main map.
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
